	Intended Grade Level: 9

	Course Summary: This is an introductory course designed to give the beginning student an understanding of fundamental French language, grammar, and vocabulary. Emphasis is placed on mastering basic conversational vocabulary that pertains to real-life situations. Correct pronunciation and accurate application of simple grammar concepts are emphasized. Cultural focus is on contemporary young adult life/interests, common cultural practices, and a geographical study. International, national and local use and influences are explored.

	Unit 6-Town and House
	*Memorize places in town, rooms of the house, games and instruments; express going to and coming from; differentiate playing games versus instruments; application of stress pronouns, possessive adjectives; formation of ordinal numbers; explore local and regional connections.

	Unit 7- Clothes and Shopping
	Memorize clothes, IR, and RE verbs; apply shopping vocabulary, irregular, demonstrative, and interrogative adjectives; understand spelling changing verbs, comparative construction; apply IR and RE verb formulas.
