	Intended Grade Level: 10

	Course Summary: French II focuses on the continuation and enhancement of language skills presented in French I. Vocabulary and grammar structures are revisited and expanded to provide students an opportunity to move towards an intermediate comprehension level.  Speaking and listening skills are enhanced through simulated dialogues. Reading and writing skills are developed through access to high interest reading selections and subsequent written responses. Cultural enrichment focuses on touring Paris, exploring holiday traditions, and comparing French and American cinema.
