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[image: image5.wmf]Make sure that your senior year schedule will complete your requirements necessary for graduation and meet the requirements for your postsecondary plans, especially if you failed any classes or transferred here since 9th grade.  

· Check SAT and ACT deadlines.  If you need to take them, or want to retake them, register ASAP. Go to www.collegeboard.com for the SAT test and www.ACT.org for the ACT test. 
· Reread the senior college packet I gave you last year.  Also located on my website under “Seniors,” it is filled with lots of important information you will need!!!

· Watch for information on senior designated bulletin boards, read these monthly newsletters, and listen to announcements.

· Request application, scholarship, and financial aid information from each of the interested schools.  If you know where you want to attend college, apply early.  

· Remember to apply online to the NCAA Clearinghouse even if it’s a slight possibility to play Division I or II sports.  Apply (with a credit card) at www.eligibilitycenter.org Also remember to request College Board to send your SAT scores to NCAA directly and see me to request your transcript to be sent.
Transcripts & Letters of Recommendation
If you are applying to college and need a transcript sent, please neatly and completely fill out a transcript form and have your parents sign it.  You received this form in the college application packet that I gave you last year, but I have more in the guidance office.  
If you would like a letter of recommendation, give teachers and me at least a week before they are due.  Complete and provide the Senior Self Assessment for Recommendation Writers that was in your college packet when you ask for the letter to be written.  Also,  remember to write a thank you to those who are writing recommendations.
