	Students will be able to research a topic and use the writing process to create an accurate and informative writing piece. 

	Opinion/Argument Writing
	Students will be able to research both sides of an arguable topic and use the writing process to create a convincing opinion piece of writing.

	Poetry
	Students will be able to read and respond to various pieces of poetry.  Students will also create pieces of poetry, using poetic styling such as the haiku.  

	Misc./Practical Writing Pieces
	Students will be familiarized with and create practical writing pieces throughout the year, such as friendly letters, thank you letters, recipes, and directions. 

	Spelling (done throughout the year on a bi-weekly basis)
	Students will be able to spell a variety of 5th grade level words accurately and use them correctly on a daily basis.

	Advanced Learner Recommendations

	Daily collaboration with learning support staff, gifted teacher, and fifth grade team will aide in accommodating the needs of the advanced learner in Language Arts and across the curriculum.  Advanced learners will be given additional time and opportunities to use technology to publish writing pieces or strengthen advanced skills using programs such as Study Island.  


	Struggling Learner Recommendations

	Daily collaboration with learning support staff and fifth grade team will aide in accommodating the needs of the struggling learner.  Struggling students will receive more one-on-one support, especially throughout the units in which the writing process is used to create pieces of writing.  Most units will include more specific, guided practice for the struggling learner.
