	Course Outcomes:
By the end of the course, students will know how to have, understand and read conversations in the past, imperfect, future, conditional and present perfect tenses, use the reflexive verb, make commands and requests, as well as describe some specific differences between their own culture and that of Spanish speaking people.

By the end of the course, students will be able to correctly choose between the preterite and imperfect tense, give commands, speak in a variety of tenses and gain confidence in their speaking and writing skills.

	Describe your day before and after school using reflexive verbs. Talk about which extracurricular activities you prefer. Compare your extracurricular activities with those of another student. Give commands using reflexive verbs. Use the conditional tense.

	3. Clothing
	Describe clothing in detail. Indicate clothing preferences and make comparisons. Say how you paid for purchases. Use irregular verbs in the preterite tense. 

	4. Leisure-time Activities
	Talk about past and present activities. Extend, accept or reject an invitation. Discuss and evaluate a leisure-time activity. Learn the imperfect tense.

	5. Childhood
	Tell what you were like as a child, what you used to like to do and what you learned to do. Choose between and correctly use the preterite and imperfect tenses.

	6. Special Occasions
